- Festival Celebrates Historic Beaver Bush Plane, Vintage Aircraft and Classic
Cars at Downsview Park

TORONTO, May 3, 2007 — Toronto’s 2nd Annual Wings and Wheels Heritage
Festival will be held at the Toronto Aerospace Museum at Downsview Park on Saturday
and Sunday, May 26 & 27, 2007, from 10 am to 4 pm.

Enjoy the sounds, sights and smells of vintage aircraft and classic cars at a community
festival patterned on grassroots aviation fly-ins held at Downsview airport in the 1930s
and 40s.

Presented by the Toronto Aerospace Museum and Downsview Park, the exciting fun-
filled weekend features a variety of aviation- and auto-related programs for young and
old alike, including a truck simulator and vintage airplane and helicopter flights.

This year’s festival also celebrates a major milestone in Toronto’s world leading aircraft
manufacturing industry -- the 60th Anniversary of the famous de Havilland Canada
DHC-2 Beaver, the world’s greatest bush plane and one of Canada’s great icons of flight.

Highlights of the 2007 Wings and Wheels Heritage Festival include:

e Celebrate the 60th anniversary of the famous DHC-2 Beaver, witness a historic
homecoming fly-in of 20 Beavers aircraft, and meet their pilots

e See a full-scale replica of the Avro Arrow, Canada’s first supersonic jet

e Celebrate Air Canada’s 7oth anniversary by inspecting oldest airworthy airliner --- a
Lockheed 10A used to launch scheduled passenger service in 1937

e Explore more than 40 vintage and modern aircraft, including First World War
fighters, 1930s biplanes, 1940s Harvard trainers, modern training aircraft,
helicopters and Toronto-built airliners and business jets

e Meet local members of The Ninety-Nines — the international organization of female
pilots — and view their aircraft at the terminus of their annual "Poker Run" fly-in

e Enjoy a hangar full of aviation exhibits and displays

WHEELS

e See an impressive display of more than 100 classic cars, including Triumphs & MG’s
e Hear the rumble of dozens of classic motorcycles, trucks, and military vehicles

e Drive a six-wheel Bison truck simulator and view an Indy Racing Car

HERITAGE

e Tour the Toronto Aerospace Museum and the historic de Havilland Canada factory
site which was the birthplace of some of Canada’s most famous aircraft and the first
Canadian spacecraft

FESTIVAL

e Live entertainment, face painting, indoor sports, arts & crafts, interactive games,
simulators, paper airplane contest, and indoor flying aircraft models

e Aviation and auto workshops, and technology demonstrations
